In the well known
N.P.K fertilizers, Potash or Potassium is denotethle term K. A light feeding of
(p) Phosphorus also known as Super should alsivba.grhe (N) Nitrogen should
be reduced or cut out as you go into winter. Nigrogromotes growth which is not
desirable in winter.

The (K) does not prevent cold damage. It strengthtbe cells of the plant and
makes it harder for the damaging fungus to get baoldhe plant. You should also
try to prevent any physical damage to the planinbgcts etc., as it is through these
damage points that fungus, which is usually thalfkiller, enters the plant. This is
the main reason that the risk to a plant is in@eéadfsit is re-potted during winter. A
preventative fungicide spray before trouble appeaatso advantageous.

It is important that a plant goes into winter wahpotting medium which has not
broken down (become soggy). If the potting mix e oyear or more old it is too
old. A plant that went through last winter in a newx may not go through this
winter in the same mix. It would be like going thgh winter with your feet in a
bucket of cold water.

When cold damage appears in the form of, leavesgd@pots developing, centre
rotting out, roots rotted off, it is too late tdeal your shade cloth, cover the western
wall, feed Potassium, spray the plants, or re{p@flants.

The time to start planningnd_doinghese things is nowl hey should all be in place
by June. Mild feeding with (P.) and (K.) can canog and an occasional for any
suckers or fungi is always advantageous.

Have a good winter and don't forget to look afteusself as well.

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Winter care of Bromeliads
By Len Trevor.

It is easy. You should care for them as you wowedor yourself. If you leave a
human being in the field in winter without adequakelter and clothing, he will

show sighs of deterioration very quickly. If thaérpon is weak due to poor
nourishment through lack of good food and drinkisimost likely that he will be

over taken by sickness and could even perish.

Plants out of their habitat are much the same. Bfiawis are tougher than most
plants, and probably tougher than human beingyolf give them a reasonable
chance, they will come through for you. The effxrtnot great and well worth
while.

For a large percentage of our plants there i ldtlno need to do anything extra in
winter as they come from areas with climate sintidaours. However, some action
needs to be taken for plants that are deemed twoldetender. In deciding what
form your care is going to take you should study lilabitat of the plants and then
try to vary your conditions to meet the plants ratvequirements.

If a plant requires a heavy shade cloth to prateéat summer, the same shade will
rob it of much needed warmth from the sun in win@onsider a shade cloth that
will be adequate in winter and then have a throwrde give the extra protection
needed in summer.

I have observed that plants stand up well earthénwinter and when you think you
have escaped the ravages of winter (about JulyAagdst) the cold winds start and
your Bromeliads go backwards quickly. | am surd tha south and western sides
of our plant house should be closed in, at thi®tiffhis should break all the cold
dry winds which seem to do all of the damage. Wldde that the winds are just the
last straw that breaks their backs. The winds ayeas well as cold and the closing
in will help to hold moisture as well. This winddatk needs to be a removable cover
which can be folded and put in the shed in the samne as your summer shade
cloth is treated.

A sickly child (cold tender plant) is usually givancourse of vitamins or a tonic to
build up its strength for the winter which is appching. Remember the Hypol, Cod
Liver Oil etc. that we were fed as children?
