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Pollinating Cryptanthus
By Grace Goode

When embarking on the seas of hybridization, featn parts of the flower,
particularly those which are used in pollination.

Cryptanthus have monoecious flowers, that is matefamale on the one plant -
(male flowers have only stamen, the pollen begpigs and female flowers have
both pistil and stamen). The male flowers mostlyesg in the centre of the plant
and bloom some days or weeks before the femaleeflodloom in the leaf axils.

The difference in the flower is that the male hadimments (or stalks), topped by
anthers bearing pollen. This is what you will usettte female or stigma of the seed
plant. Cut these anthers off, place in glass astlghials and store them in the
refrigerator for future use.
