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Why humidity is important to plants.

All plants inhale carbon dioxide through their leavThis gas is
used in photosynthesis. As the plant opens itspeges to take
in carbon dioxide, some of the moisture in the leaf escape.
Thus the plants sweat water vapour into the airneiier they
breath.

Dry air causes plants to transpire moisture muclenmapidly

than does humid air. Water in the leaves evaporetssquickly

into air, causing the plant to lose moisture aa@id rate. When
leaves begin to lose water faster than the rootsatssorb it,
disaster strikes, in the form of self defericeorder not to lose
more water to the air, the plant will almost contgl close it's

leaf pores. This slows down the flow of moisturenfrthe plant
effectively, but unfortunately it also reduces thiake of carbon
dioxide. Without carbon dioxide, the cells begindie and the
plant looks tired and ill.

When plants have the right humidity they thrivecdugse they
open their pores completely and so breathe deejiyw threat
of excessive water loss. When the air is moistrethe little
water loss from the leaf. Damping down the benched
surrounds, also misting leaves will help keep thenaist. Rapid
temperature rises damage plants too. It meansthieaplant’s
leaves become physiologically active, while thetregstem in
its solid rooting medium, is still is still cold drphysiologically
dormant. The active leaves are demanding large tifgeanof

| have been trying to gro®rthophytumStarlight’ , OrthophytumWarren
loose’ and Orthophytum megalhaesioffsets with varying degrees of
success. The natural habitat forthophytumgs confined to a portion of
Brazil (Bahia, Minais Gerais). Here they can benfbgrowing in full sun
and usually on rock ledges The plants grow in gankthe rocks where a
small amount of soil has collected, thus the plangsterrestrials rather that
epiphytes. Growing on rock ledges gives the impoesthat these plants
don’t require a lot of water, that they toleratdrg environment, however
that hasnot been my experience.

For some strange reason, | likethophytumsl acquired a couple of adult
plants and looked after them and they grew wellc@ifrse, pups appeared
and | decided that | would grow them on. That wdsemw my troubles
started, | would plant themOrthophytumsare a bit different to other
bromeliads in that their offsets develop on thdongiscence as well as at
the base of the plant. The offsets at the baskeoplant are easy enough to
identify, but | used to experience trouble identifythe offsets around the
inflorescence. These are known as vivaparous sffset

What has helped me greatly in understanding whaesethoffsets in the
inflorescence were, came from a understanding efphrpose of these
offsets. The clue is in the genus nam®rthophytum It is derived from
the Greek words “ortho” for “straight” and “phytunmieaning “plant” — a
reference to the lengthening of the stem that tak&se during flowering.
These long stems with the flowers and offsets saperpose, eventually
the stems buckle and bend and allow the offsebiwecin contact with the
ground, thus allowing it to take root some distafroen the parent plant.
The offsets at the base of the plant are thereflace the mother.

Understanding this allows you to come up with atatlé regime for
growing the offsets.
