Cryptanthusare endemic mostly to Brazil where it is summetladl year round’, so
their first requirement is warmth. They are tematg and are rarely found as
epiphytes. They will grow well in shade houseghd humidity is well maintained,
perhaps by automated mist or sprinkler system.

The most helpful guide to good growing is inforroatabout the habitat from which
the species came and trying to simulate the samditamns. They are sometimes
found in full sun, but mainly prefer the filterédght or shade in coastal regions and
forests of East Brazil. The temperature there raufigem 2 O degrees to 28 degrees
celsius. They will grow in most types of soil, botculture, African violet mixture
is recognised as most suitable. There are manyureixtused for Cryptanthus, but
my preference is for mainly peat moss with addeat@bal and coarse river sand.
They will grow in just peat moss but need foliaedeng and granular feeding at the
base of the plant. The best medium for gettingsroot offsets is pure peat moss.

It is very difficult to find squat pot suitable f@rowing Cryptanthus.Preferably
they should be no more than 8 cm deep and 10 tonlf diameter. The nearest to
this | have found are the round squat tubs usethbymargarine manufacturers.
Some African violet growers obtain pots ideal foowing Cryptanthusbut | do not
know the source.

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White Ants in Broms?Scary!
By Rob Smythe, Townsuville.

While | am writing | will report something | obsexd with my bromeliads last year.
Twice | found white ant colonies up my trees. lagpthe bases of these trees every
Christmas period as a matter of practice. One golaes just entering the notch of
the first removed branch but unlike any white aht&t | had seen before, they were
not going to ground. The main nest was in a fernheptree and all water gathered
from adjoining bromeliads.

Even more amazing on another tree, | had a logesugal on a metre long

aluminium wire. The vrieseas growing on the loggiaumy eye as they appeared
mottled around the base. On close inspection themMas completely eaten out by
white ants and in a final desperation to surviweyttvere attacking and eating their
water reserve. They lived their whole life in tipgece of wood with bromeliad

supplying the water. | do know of people livinglow set houses with bromeliads
mounted on external walls.

This might be a timely warning.

We all have at least one unusual pest and we yskedp the gate closed to keep it
out.
